The total geographical area of the district is 44§(km, representing 11.53 per cent
of the State's geographical area. Around 88 per akthe district's population is rural in

nature. Agriculture engages more than 65 per cketiteoworkers. There are five taluks, 163
villages, 13 community Development Blocks.



Pattambi is a major developmental block in theridistlt has an area of 224 sq.kms.,
comprising of 11 panchayats, !3 villages and twgomtowns. Agricultural sector continues
to be the main source of employment. Apart fromdyadoconut occupies a very important
place from the income point of view. It covers aeaaaof over 2,800 hectares; of which only
106 hectares are brought under irrigation.

It was under this circumstances that a farmerghitig programme was jointly
organized by the Agricultural Market Intelligenceer@re (NAIP) of Kerala Agricultural
University, attached to the Department of AgrictdtuEconomics, College of Horticulture
along with Krishi Vigyan Kendra (KVK), Pattambi &6-3-2010. The KVK, Pattambi was
established on 22 October 1979 under the Kerala Agricultural Uniutgrsand it is
functioning under the sponsorship of Indian Counafl Agricultural Research since
November 1982. The operational area of KVK includes whole of Palakkad district.
Representative farmers were selected from acroftania, Ongallur, Vilayur, Koppam,
Anakkara and Chalisserry Grama Panchayaths.

The inaugural function formally started at 10 anthwidr. Shaji James, Programme
Coordinator, KVK, Pattambi welcoming the gatherinfgmt. S. Sangeetha, President,
Pattambi Grama Panhayath presided over the funchiomer presidential address, Smt.
Sangeetha expressed her anguish over the low ipatitm of women in the developmental
activities in the area. She was happy to noteahgelturn out of women participants for the
training programme, and urged to use women empowmrto solve many agricultural

marketing problems in the area.
